Integrated Water Resources Management in Mega City
—Message from Wastewater Management—

Statement

Background and Related Programs to Date

« At the 2000 U.N. Millennium Summit, it was agreed that access to water was a basic human right.
Accordingly, the following Millennium Development Goals (MDG) was set: “Halve, by 2015, the proportion
of people without sustainable access to safe drinking water and basic sanitation.”

* Resolving water problems will be an important element in achieving such Millennium Development Goals
as the propagation and improvement of education and the reduction of poverty and hunger.

 The importance of continuous programs for these goals was confirmed at the 3rd World Water Forum, held
in Kyoto in March 2003, and at the 4th World Water Forum held in Mexico City in March 2006.

* Also at the 4th World Water Forum, the establishment of the Asia Pacific Water Forum was announced and it
was decided that the new Forum would start activities for the accomplishment of various tasks facing this
region concerning water supply and sanitation, water and disasters, and water and food.

* The 1st Asia Pacific Water Summit is being held as part of Asia Pacific Water Forum activities and top-level
persons from each nation in the Asia Pacific region will gather to discuss concrete policies for solving water
problems related to the foundation of the social & economic development of each nation as well as to human
security. They are also expected to announce fresh plans and activity principles.

« Taking an opportunity to hold the Summit, the Japan Wastewater Committee for Asia Pacific Water Summit
held a symposium, attended by many representatives of related organizations as well as individuals, on the
theme of Integrated Water Resources Management in Mega City —Message from Wastewater Management-.

» We exchanged information on the present situation of integrated water resources management, including
wastewater management in Asian mega cities experiencing remarkable economic growth where population
and industry is highly concentrated, and confirmed the importance of integrated water resources
management.

« Japan Wastewater Committee for Asia Pacific Water Summit proposals:

Action Plan

Aiming at appropriate wastewater treatment in the Asia Pacific region, the Japan Wastewater Committee for

Asia Pacific Water Summit proposes implementing the following Action Plan through the cooperation of the

associated countries.

By sharing measures and technologies in each country through international network, we promote capacity
building of people concerned in implementing appropriate wastewater treatment.

As for major rivers, we develop directive for watershed management.
We develop wastewater treatment system considering recycling of resources that wastewater contains.

We develop wastewater treatment system in response to frequent events of torrential rain and drought
associated with local circumstance and climate change.

We reaffirm indigenous and appropriate wastewater technologies/system in Asia Pacific region and
regenerate the technologies that suit current and future situations.

In order to achieve the aforementioned, we develop platform in Asia Pacific region.
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
